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ORDINANCE 4
ORDINANCE FOR SEWERS AND SEWAGE DISPOSAL
THE TOWNSHIP OF MICHIGAMME ORDAINS:

MICHIGAMME TOWNSHIP SEWER RATE ORDINANCE , IS HEREBY AMENDED
TO READ AS FOLLOWS. MICHIGAMME TOWNSHIP SEWER USE AND RATE ORDINANCE.

. - Sec. 1. Purpose and Policy

An ordinance regulating private and public sewers, sewer connections, industrial waste
pretreatment facilities and discharge of industrial waste into the Township of Michigamme
publicly operated treatment works and providing for pollutant limitations, data collection,
monitoring and sampling, and providing for penalities for the violation thereof.

The objectives of this Ordinance are:

a) to prevent the introduction of pollutants into the wastewater system which will
interfere with the normal operation of the system or contaminate the resulting
municipal sludge;

b) to prevent the introduction of pollutants into the wastewater system which do .not
receive adequate treatment in the POTW, and which will pass through the system into
receiving waters or the atmosphere or otherwise be incompatible with the system;

?) to improve the opportunity to recycle and reclaim wastewater and sludge from the
system,

'Sec. 2. Definitions

Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the following terms and phrases, as used
in this ordinance, shall have the meanings hereinafter designated. ‘

1, Act or "the Act". The Federal Water Pollution Control Act, also known as the Clean
Water Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251, et. seq.

2. 'Agglicable County Health Department shall mean the Marquette County Health
.__Department. ‘

3. Authorized Representative of Industrial User. An authorized representative of an
Industrial User may be: (&) a principal executive officer of at least the level of vice-
president, if the Industrial User is a corporation; (b) a general partner or proprietor if
the industrial user is a partnership or proprietorship, respectively; or (c) a duly
authorized representative of the individual designated above if such representative is
responsible for the overall operation of the facilities from which the indirect discharge

originates.

Building Drain shall mean that part of the lowest horizontal piping of a drainage

system which receives discharge from drainage pipes inside the walls of the building
and conveys it to the building sewer, beginning five (5) feet outside the inner face of
the building wall.

.Building Sewer shall mean the extension from the building drain to the public sewer or

other place of disposal.

Categorical Standards. National Categorical Pretreatment Standards or Pretreatment

Standard,

Chemical Oxygen Demand (COD). A measure of the oxygen-consuming capacity of

inorganic and organic matter present in water or wastewater. It is expressed as the
amount of oxygen consumed from a chemical oxidant in a specified test. It does not
differentiate between stable and unstable organie matter and thus does not necessarily
correlate with biochemical oxygen demand. Also known as OC and DOC, oxygen
consumed and dichromate oxygen consumed, respectively.

Combined Sewer shall mean a sewer receiving both surface runoff and sewage.

Commercial Waste shall mean a liquid or water-carried waste material from a

commercial business engaged in buying, selling, exchanging goods or engaging in said
goods or services. .

Compatible Pollutant. A substance amenable to treatment in the wastewater treat-

ment plant such as biochemical oxygen demand, suspended solids, pH and fecal
coliform bacteria, plus additional pollutants identified in the NPDES Permit if the
publicly owned treatment works was designed to treat such pollutants, and in fact does
remove such pollutant to a substantial degree. Examples of such additional pollutants
may include: chemical oxygen demand, total organic carbon, phosphorus and phos-
phorus compounds, nitrogen compounds, fats, oils and greases of animal or vegetable
origin.

Composite Sample. A series of samples taken over a specific time period whose

volume is proportional to the flow in the waste stream, which are combined into one
sample. )

Cooling Water. The water discharged from any use such as air conditioning, cooling or

refrigeration, or to which the only pollutant added is heat.

Debt Service Charge means charges levied to customers of the wastewater system
which are used to pay principal, interest and administrative costs of retiring the debt
incurred for construction of the wastewater system.

Direct Discharge. The discharge of treated or untreated wastewater directly to the
waters of the State.

Director shall mean the director of public works, or his authorized representative.

Environmental Protection Agency, or EPA. The U.S. Environmental Protection

Agency, Administrator or other duly authorized official.

Garbage shall mean solid wastes from the preparation, cooking and dispensing of food
and from the handling, storage and sale of produce.

Grab Sample. A sample which is taken from a waste stream on a one-time basis with
no regard to the flow in the waste stream and without consideration of time.

Holding Tank Waste. Any waste from holding tanks such as vessels, chemical toilets,
campers, trailers, septic tanks, and vacuum-pump tank trucks.

Incompatible Pollutants. Any pollutant which is not a compatible pollutant.

Indirect Discharge. The discharge or the introduction of nondomestic pollutants into
the POTW (including holding tank waste discharged into the system).

Industrial Wastes. The wastewater discharges from industrial, manufacturing, trade or
business processes, or wastewater discharge from any structure with these character-
istics, as distinet from their employee's domestic wastes or wastes from sanitary
conveniences.

Interference. The inhibition or disruption of the POTW treatment processes or
operations which contributes to a violation of any requirement of the Township's
NPDES Permit or reduces the efficiency of the POTW. The term also includes
prevention of sewage sludge use or disposal by the POTW.

Laboratory Determination. The measurements, tests and analyses of the character-

Tstics of waters and wastes in accordance with the methods contained in the latest
edition at the time of any such measurement, test, or analysis of ngtandard Methods
for Examination of Water and Waste Water," a joint publication of the American
Public Health Association, the American Waterworks Association and the Water
Pollution Control Federation or in acecordance with any other method prescribed by the
rules and regulations promulgated pursuant to this division.

National Categorical Pretreatment Standard or Pretreatment Standard. Any federal
regulation containing pollutant discharge limits promulgated by the EPA which applies
to a specific category of Industrial Users.

National Pollution Discharge Elimination System or NPDES Permit. A permit issued
pursuant to section 402 of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1342)., .
National Prohibitive Discharge Standard or Prohibitive Dlschar%e Standard. Any
regulation developed under the authority o 7(b) o e Act an CFR, Section

403.5.

“*Natural Outlet shall mean any outlet into a watercourse, pond, ditch, lake or other

body of surface or groundwater.

New Source. Any source, the construction of which is commenced after the adoption
of this ordinance.

Normal Domestic Sewage (NDS). Wastewater which, when analyzed, shows a daily
average concentration of not more than 250 mg/1 of BOD; mor than 250 mg/1 of
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suspended solids; nor more than 6 mg/1 of phosphorus; nor more than 40 mg/1 of total
Kjeldahl nitrogen. |

39,  Operation and Maintenance means all work, materials, equipment, utilities and other
ef)'f'ort required to operate and maintain the wastewater transportation and treatment
system consistent with insuring adequate treatment of wastewater to produce an
effluent in compliance with the NPDES Permit and other applicable state and federal
regulations, and includes the cost of replacement.

33, - Qwner or owners of record of the freehold of the premises or lesser estate therein, a
mortgagee or vendee in possession, assignee of rents, receiver, executor, trustee,
lessee, or other person, firm or corporation in control of a building.

34. Person. Any individual, partnership, copartnership, firm, company, corporation, associ-
ation, joint stock company, trust, estate, governmental entity or any other legal, .. ..
entity, or its legal representatives, agents or assigns. The masculine gender shall

include the feminine, the singular shall include the plural where indicated by the
context.

35. pH. The logarithm (base 10) of the reciprocal of the concentration of hydrogen lons
expressed in grams per liter of solution.

36.  Pollutant. Any of various chemicals, substances, and refuse materials such as solid
waste, sewage, garbage, sewage sludge, chemical wastes, biological materials, radio-
active materials, heat, and industrial, municipal and agricultural wastes which impair

the purity of the water and soil.

37, Pollution. The man-made or man-induced alteration of the chemical, physical,
biological, and radiological integrity of water. ‘

38. POTW Treatment Plant. That pbrtion of the POTW designed to provide treatment to
wastewater. ' .

39, Pretreatment or Treatment. The reduction of the amount of pollutants, the elimina~-
tion of pollutants, or the alteration of the nature of pollutants, or the alteration of the
nature of pollutant properties in wastewater to a less harm{ul state prior to or in lieu

of discharging or otherwise introducing such pollutants into a POTW. The reduction or
alteration can be obtained by physical, chemical or biological processes, Or process
changes other means, except as prohibited by 40 CFR Section 403.6(d).

40. Pretreatment Re uirements. Any substantive or procedural requirement for treating
of & waste prior to Tholusion in the POTW. :

41.  Properly Shredded Garbage shall mean the wastes from the preparation, cooking and
dispensing of food that have been shredded to such degree that all particles will be

carried freely under the flow conditions normally pre_vailing in public sewers, with no
particle greater than one-half (1/2) inch in any dimension.

42. Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW). A treatment works as defined by section
512 of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1292), which Is owned in this instance by the Township. This

definition includes any sewers that convey wastewater to the POTW treatment plant.

For the purposes of this ordinance, "POTW" shall also include any sewers that convey

_wastewaters to the POTW from persons outside the Township who.are, by contract or
agreement with the Township, users of the Township's POTW.

P.ublic Sewe'r shall mean a sewer in which all owners of abutting properties have equal
rights, and is controlled by public authority.

Replacement means the replacement in whole or in part of any equipment, appur-
tenances and accessories in the wastewater transportation or treatment systems to
insure continuous treatment of wastewater in accordance with the NPDES Permit and
other applicable state and federal regulations.

Sanjtary Sewage shall mean a liquid or water-carried waste discharged from the
sanitary conveniences of dwellings including but not limited to residential homes,

. apartment houses and hotels, office buildings, commercial businesses or industrial

plants.

Sanitary Sewer shall mean a sewer which carries sewage and to which storm, surface
and groundwaters are not intentionally admitted.

Sewage shall mean a combination of the water-carried wastes from residences,
business buildings, institutions and industrial establishments, together with such
groundwaters as may be present. :

‘Sewage Treatment Plant or Wastewater Treatment Plant shall mean any arrangement
of devices and structures used for treating sewage. : :

(a) Sewage Works shall mean all facilities for collecting, pumping, treating and
disposing of sewage.

Sewer shall mean a pipe or conduit for carrying sewage.

Sewer Service Charge means the sum of the applicable user charge, surcharges and
debt service charges.

Shall is mandatory; May is permissive.

Sienificant Industrial User. Any Industrial User of the Township's wastewater disposal
system who (@) hes a discharge flow of 25,000 gallons or more per average work day; or
(b) has a flow greater than 5% of the flow in the Township's wastewater treatment
system; or (&) has in his wastes toxic pollutants as defined pursuant to Section 307 of
the Act State Statutes and rules; or (d) is found by the Township, Michigan Department
of Natural Resources, or the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to have
significant impact, either singly or in combination with other contributing industries,
on the wastewater treatment system, the quality of sludge, the system's effluent
quality, or air emissions generated by the system. '

Slug Load. Any substance released in a discharge at a rate and/or concentration which

-causes interference to a POTW.

Standard Industrial Classification (SIC). A classification pursuant to the Stapdard
Tndustrial Classification Manual {ssued by the Executive Office of the President,

Office of Management and Budget, 1972.

'S.torm Sewer or Storm Drain-shall-mean <a sewer which-carries storm -and surface:

waters and drainage, but excludes sewage and polluted industrial wastes.

Storm Water. Any flow occurring during or following any form of natural precipitation
and resulting therefrom.

Superintendent. The person designated by the Township to supervise the operation of
tt.le publicly owned treatment works, who is charged with certain duties and responsi-
bilities by this article, or his duly authorized representative.

Surchar;ge. As part of the service charge, any customer discharging wastewater having
strength In excess of limits set forth by the Township may be required to pay an

. additional charge to cover the cost of treatment of such excess strength wastewater.

Suspended Solids. The total suspended matter that floats on the surface of, or-is
suspended in, water, wastewater or other liquids, and which is removable by laboratory
filtering. .

Township. Michigamme Township, Michigan

Toxic Pollutant. Any pollutant or combination of pollutants which is or can potentially
be harmful to public health or environment including those listed as toxic In
regulations promulgated by the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency
under the provisions of CWA 307(a) or other Acts.

Uncontaminated Industrial Waste shall mean wastewater which has not come into
contact with any substance used In or incidental to industrial processing operations and
to which no chemical or other substance has been added.

User. Any person who contributes, causes or permits the contribution of wastewater
into the POTW, or as connected to the POTW.

User Charge means a charge levied on users of a treatment works for the cost of
operation and maintenance of sewerage works pursuant to section 204(b) of PL 92-500
and includes the cost of replacement.

User Class means the kind of user connected to sanitary sewers including but not
Timited to residential, industrial, commercial, institutional and governmental.

66.1 Residential User shall mean a user of the treatment works whose premises or
buildings are used primarily as a domicile for one or more persons, including
dwelling units such as detached, semi-detached and row houses, mobile homes,
apartments, or permanent multi-family dwellings (transit lodging is not included,
it is considered commercial).

66.2 Industrial User means a user of the treatment works which discharges wastewater
from industrial, manufacturing, trade or business processes or from any structure
with these characteristics, or distinct from their employee's domestic wastes or
wastes from sanitary conveniences.

66.3 Commercial User shall mean an establishment listed in the Office of the
Management and Budget's "Standard Industrial Classification Manual" (SICM),
involved in a commercial enterprise, business or service which, based on a
determination by the Township, discharges primarily segregated domestic wastes
or wastes from sanitary conveniences and which is not a residential user or an

industrial user. - "

66.4 Institutional User shall mean any establishment listed in the SICM involved in a
social, charitable, religious, or educational function which, based on a determi
nation by the Township, discharges primarily segregated domestic wastes or
wastes from sanitary conveniences.

66.5 Governmental User shall mean any federal, state or local government user of the
wastewater treatment works.

Wastewater. The liquid and water-carried industrial or domestic wastes from
dwellings, commercial buildings, industrial facilities and institutions, together with

.any groundwater, surface water, and storm water that may be present, whether

treated or untreated, which is contributed into or permitted to enter the POTW.

Watercourse shall mean a channel in which a flow of water occurs, either continuously

or intermittently.

Waters of the State, All streams, lakes, ponds, marshes, watercourses, waterways,
wells, springs, reservoirs, aquifers, irrigation systems, drainage systems and all other
bodies or accumulations of water, surface or underground, natural or artificial, public
or private, which are contained within, flow through, or border upon the State or any
portion thereof.

It shall be unlawful for any person to place, deposit, or permit to bé deposited in any
unsanitary manner upon public or private property within the Township, or in any area
under the jurisdiction of said Township, any human or animal excrement, garbage or
other objectionable waste. '

It shall be unlawful, when sewage and/or treatment facilities are available, to
discharge to any natural outlet within the Township, or in any area under the

. jurisdiction of said Township, any sanitary sewage, industrial wastes, or other polluted

waters, unless specifically permitted by the applicable county health department.
It shall be unlawful to construct or maintain any privy, privy vault, septic tank,

cesspool or other facility intended or used for the disposal of sewage, unless; '

spec%ic:Hy permitted by the applicable county health department or as hereinafter
provided. '

The owner of all houses, buildings or properties used for human occupancy, employ-
ment, recreation or other purposes, situated within the Township and abutting on any
street, alley, or right-of-way in which there is now located or may in the future be
located a public sanitary or combined sewer of the Township, is hereby required at his
expense to install suitable sewage facilities therein, and to connect such facilities
directly with the proper public sewer in accordance with the provisions of this article,
within ninety (90) days after date of official notice to do so.

Sec. 5. Process Wastewater

Wastewater Contribution Information
Any industry or structure discharging process flow to the sanitary sewer, storm sewer
or receiving stream shall file the material listed below with the Director. Any industry

. which does not normally discharge to the sanitary sewer, storm sewer or receiving

stream, but has the potential to do so from accidental spills or similar circumstances,
shall also file the material listed below.

The director may require each person who applies for or receives sewer service, or
through the nature of the enterprise creates a potential environmental problem, to file
the material listed below on a disclosure form prescribed by the Township:

a. Name, address and location (if different from the address)

b. SIC number according to the Standard Industrial Classification Manual, Bureau of
the Budget, 1972, as amended.

c. Wastewater constituents and characteristics including but not limited to those
mentioned in Section 2 of this Ordinance as determined by a reliable analytical
laboratory; sampling and analysis shall be performed in accordance with the
procedures and methods detailed ins ‘

- uStandard Methods for the Examination of Water and Wastewater," American
Public Health Association, current edition.

-  "Manual of Methods for Chemical Analysis of Water and Wastes," United
States Environmental Protection Agency, current edition.

- "Annual Book'of -Standards; ~Part 131; -Water, Atmospheric- Analysis," -

American Society of Testing Materials, current edition.
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d. Time and duration of contribution

e. Avgrage daily wastewater flow rateé, including deily, monthly and seasonal
variations, if any

f. Industries identified as significant industries or subject to the National Cate-
gorical Pretreatment Standards or those required by the Township must submit
site plans, floor plans, mechanical and plumbing plans and details to show all
sewers, sewer connections, and appurtenances by the size, location and elevation.

g. Descriptign of activities, facilities and plant processes on the premises including
all materials which are or could be discharged :

h. Whgre known, the nature and concentration of any pollutants in the discharge
which are limited by any Township, State, or Federal Pretreatment Standards, and' |
a statement regarding whether or not the pretreatment standards are being met
on a consistent basis and if not, whether additional Operation and Maintenance
and/or additional pretreatment is required by the industrial User to meet
applicable Pretreatment Standards

i. If additional pretreatment and/or O&M will be required to meet the Pretreatment
Standards; the shortest schedule by which the User will provide such additional
pretreatment. The completion date in this schedule shall not be later than the
compliance date established for the applicable Pretreatment Standard. The fol-
lowing conditions shall apply to this schedule: )

(1) The schedule shall contain increments of progress in the form of dates for the
commencement and completion of major events leading to the construction and
operation of additional pretreatment required for the User to meet the applicable
Pretreatment Standards.

(2) No increment referred to in paragraph (1) shall exceed 9 months.

(3) Not later than 14 days following each date in the schedule and the final date
for compliance, the User shall submit a progress report to the Director including,
as a minimum, whether or not it complied with the increment of progress to be
met on such date and, if not, the date on which it expects to comply with this
increment of progress, the reason for delay, and the steps being taken by the User
to return the construction to the schedule established. In no event shall more than
9 months elapse between such progress reports to the Director.

k. Type and amount of raw materials processed, average and maximum per day

1. Number and type of employees, hours of operation of plant and proposed or actual
hours of operation of pretreatment system

m. Any other information as may be deemed by the Township to be necessary to
evaluate the impact of the discharge on the POTW.

..n. The disclosure. form.shall. be signed.by a principal .executive.officer of. the. User
and a qualified engineer. .
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o. The Town§hip wil} evaluate the complete disclosure form and data furnished and
may require additional information. Within 90 days after full evaluation and
acceptance of the data furnished, the Township shall notify the User of the
acceptance thereof.

2. Discharge Modifications

Within nine (9) months of the promulgation or revision of a National Categorical
P.retreatrpent Standard, all affected users must submit to the Township the informa-
tion required by paragraphs 1.h and 1.i of Section 5.

3. . ‘Discharge Conditions
Wastewater discharges shall be expressly subject to all provisions of this Ordinance
and all other applicable regulations, user charges and fees established by the Township.

Set unit charges or a schedule of user charges and fees for the wastewater to be
discharged to the POTW;

Limit the average and maximum wastewater constituents and characteristics;

Limit the average and maximum rate and time of discharge or make requirements
for flow regulations and equalization;

Require the installation and maintenance of inspection and sampling facilities;

Establish specifications for monitoring programs which may include sampling
locations, frequency of sampling, number, types and standards for tests and
reporting schedule; ' -

Establish compliance schedules;
Require submission of technical reports or discharge reports;

Require the maintaining, retaining and furnishing of plant records relating to
wastewater discharge as specified by the Township, and affording Township access
thereto, and copying thereof;

Require notification of the Township for any new introduction of wastewater con-
stituents or any substantial change in the volume or character of the wastewater
constituents being introduced into the wastewater treatment system;

Require notification of slug discharges;

Require other conditions as deemed appropriate by the Township to ensure
compliance with this Ordinance.

Require waste treatment facilities, process facilities, waste streams, or other
potential waste problems to be placed under the specific supervision and control
of persons who have been certified by an appropriate state agency as properly
qualified to supervise such facilities. :

Require records and file reports to be maintained on the final disposal of specific
liquids, solids,.sludges,.oils, radioactive. materials,.solvents, or other wastes. .

Cqmpliance Date Report ;

Within 90 days following the date for final compliance with applicable Pretreatment
§tandards or, in the case of a New Source, following commencement of the '
introduction of wastewater into the POTW, any User subject to Pretreatment
Standards and Requirements shall submit to the Director a report indicating the nature
and concentration of all pollutants in the discharge from the regulated process which
are limited by Pretreatment Standards and Regquirements and the average and
maximum daily flow for these process units in the User facility which are limited by
;uch Pretreatment Standards or Requirements. The report shall state whether the
applicable Pretreatment Standards or Requirements are being met on a consistent
basis and, if not, what additional O&M and/or pretreatment is necessary to bring the
User into compliance with the applicable Pretreatment Standards or Requirements.
This statement will be signed by an autherized representative of the Industrial User,
and certified to by a qualified representative.

Periodic Compliance Reports

a. Any User or New Source discharging into the POTW, shall submit to the Director
during the months of June and December, unless required more frequently in
Pretreatment Standard or by the Director, & report indicating the nature and
concentration of pollutants in the effluent which are limited by such Pretreat-
ment Standards or this Ordinance. In addition, this report shall include a record of
all daily flows which during the reporting period exceeded the average daily flow
reported in paragraph 3.c. of this section. At the discretion of the Director and in
consideration of such factors as local high or low flow rates, holidays, budget
cycles, etc., the Director may agree to alter the months during which the above
reports are to be submitted.

b. The Director may also impose mass limitations on Users which are using dilution
to meet applicable Pretreatment Standards or Requirements, or in other cases in
which the imposition of mass limitations is appropriate. In such cases, the report
required by subparagraph a. of this paragraph shall also indicate the mass of
pollutants regulated by Pretreatment Standards in the effluent of the User.

Monitoring Facilities '

The Township may require to be provided and operated at the User's own expense,
monitoring facilities to allow inspection, sampling, and flow measurement of the
building sewer and/or internal drainage systems. The monitoring facility should
normally be situated on the User's premises, but the Township may, when suc.h a
location would be impractical or cause undue hardship on the User, allow the facility
to be constructed in the public street or sidewalk area and located so that it will not
be obstructed by landscaping or parked vehicles. There shall be ample room in or near
such sampling manhole or facility to allow accurate sampling and preparation of
samples for analysis. The facility, sampling, and measuring equipment shall be
maintained at all times in a safe and proper operating condition at the expense of the
User. Whether constructed on public or private property, the sampling and monitoring
‘facilities shall be provided in accordance with plans and specifications submitted to
and approved by the Township and all applicable local construction sta’ndards and
specifications. Construction shall be completed within 90 days following written

notification by the Township.

Inspection and Sampling . .
The Township shall inspect the facilities of any User to ascertain whether the purpose

of this Ordinanée is being met and all requirenients are being complied with: Persons
or occupants of premises where wastewater is created or discharged shall allow the
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
